ust, when the first Summer Camp
was held at a beautiful Spot on
the Sky Line Trail, five miles
south of Frog Camp. The camp
being named Obsidian Camp,
from the jet black Obsidian on
the ground.
Most of the eighteen members

of the first camp, had climbed the
Husband and Middle Sister and
seven had climbed the North, but
it was on the trip to the South
Sister that idea of changing the
name of the club came to Henry
Korn, as the party of six stum-
bled over so much more jet black
Obsidian than where the camp
was located.
The name Obsidian seemed an

ideal change from Outdoor Club
to the other members of camp, so
it was to be presented to the club
at the first Annual meeting.
But this “first” camp in the

Three Sister region had done
“something” to Lane County.

And with the bally-hoo of Bill
Tugman editor of the Guard, a
crowd of “Eighty-three” were led
into Oregon’s largest Collier
glacier, on Sunday, August 26,
1928. The “crowd” hanging onto
a three hundred foot rope hiked
up the middle of the glacier and
returned by way of what is now
Scott Camp, completely circling
Little Brother. Although it was
“pretty dark” when the last per—
son reached the cars at Frog
Camp that night, a lot of “city
folks” had seen the mountains.
An inner organization of the

Club had been created by the fer-
tile brain of Henry Korn, called
the Chiefs and Princesses. It was
made up of members who had
climbed to the top of each of the
Three Sisters. So, on the Collier
Glacier trip, a public initiation
of the first four Chiefs in a
“wierd” ceremony at the foot of
Collier, was held. Henry Korn, J.
Ed Turnbull, Ray Sims and B.
Dot Dotson, were the order of
rank in the Chiefs the first year.
At the first Annual meeting

held October 2, 1928, in McMor-
ran’s Auditorium, the name Eu-
gene Outdoor Club was dropped
and Obsidians, it was to be.
Then of course, a cabin was

needed. So, with Marion F. Mc-
Clain, chairman of the Local
Walks committee, made a report,
that the old Lewis cabins could
be rented from the Forest Ser-
vice. Much work was needed on
the cabins, but by winter, they
were made livable.
