Junior Ski Meet at Santiam

A ski meet for junior boys
with both downhill and slalom
events will be held in the Hoo-
doo Bowl on Sunday, February
24, This will be a closed meet
open only to members of the
clubs making up the Central
Cascade Recreational Council.
This meet is being sponsored by
the Bend Skyliners and will be
run according to N.S.A. rules
which defines a junior for com-
petition classification in down-
hill and slalom as one who has
not yet reached his nineteenth
birthday on January 1st of the
year in which he is competing.
Attractive prizes will be award-
ed. Entry blanks are now avail-
able at Hendershott’s and Eu-
gene High School. This is the
first junior meet since before the
war to be sanctioned by the
C.C.R.C. and consequently the
field will be made up entirely of
novice skiers.

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Ski Patrol Drive

Sunday, February 17th, was
the date for the initial ski patrol
drive for associate and sustain-
ing members. This is a coopera-
tive venture in which the three
patrols which serve the Santiam
Pass area participate. The slo-
gan for the drive is: “No Ski
Costume Is Complete Without a
N.S.P.S. Button”. Your contri-
buton of a dollar for associate
membership or five dollars for
sustaining membership is your
way of giving support and ap-
preciation for the work of the
men and women who voluntarily
devote their time and efforts in
the public interest for safe ski-
ing and aid to the injured. You
will receive an attractive button
or pin to show that you are be-
hind the ski patrols.

Forty percent of the amount
collected goes to the national or-
ganization and the remainder
stays with the local patrols. By
agreement among the Willam-
ette, Bend and Santiam patrols,
thirty percent of the total will be
turned over to the Central Cas-
cade Recreational Council for
purchase of first aid supplies
and equipment to be kept and
used only at the Santiam area.
The Forest Service will have
general care of these supplies
and will issue them to the patrol
on duty.
