As this is a P. N. S. A. san-
ctioned meet, several officials of the
Pacific Northwest Ski Association
will be on hand to help officiate and
lend the benefit of their experience
in running off sectional and North-
west meets, to the smooth function-
ing of this Club sponsored affair. To
help pay for expenses of this meet, a
small fee will be solicited by des-
ignated members of the Club, from
all non-competing skiers and specta-
tors trekking into the Bowl on the
day of the races. As an added at-
traction and so that many of the
more fortunate spectators may go
home as happy as event winners,
valuable ski merchandise donated by
local merchants, will be distributed
to lucky ticket holders in the Bowl,
during intermissions in the races.
Soooooo—the more tickets you have
the greater will be your chance to
ski out from the Bowl in the latest
of fashion, courtesy of ... . !

This is a no-host meet, but con-
testants will receive special rates for
lodging and meals at Santiam Lodge
