In this article I would like to
give you an idea on what to eXpect while
in summer camp this year.

'We "The Outing Committee" have
chosen St. Mary Lake as our Camp site.
This is on the east side of Glacier, and
is very centrally located. On one side
of the lake is the well—known "Going to
the Sun Highway", which leads directly
to Logan Pass, on top of the "Continen—
tal Divide" about 18 miles away. St.
Mary Lake is around 10 miles long and
lies in a canyon with sheer peaks rising
a mile above its waters. It is a de—
lightful area to camp and I think you
will agree to this when you see it.

There will be regular bus trips
planned during your stay.
