Middle Sister Book
Now in U0 Library

The original Middle Sister summit reg-
ister, which was put on top of the peak
in 1892 by Dean John Straub of the Uni-
versity of Oregon, has been turned over
to the University of Oregon library for
safe keeping.

It will be in the Oregon Collection and
may be examined there by club members and
others.

The book, quite fragile and about ready
to fall apart because of weathering and
handling over the years, is a fascinat-
ing record of early-day climbs. Included
in it are the signatures of Cramer and
Ferry, the two boys who were lost in the
Sisters in 1927. It was on the search for
these two that the idea of forming the
Obsidians was first broached.

Trail Cleanup
