To help meet that need, all
undeveloped areas of 5000 acres and lare
ger have been inventoried, Fiéve of these
areas totaling 135,667 acres are adjoin=
ing the Il1linois.They include the entire
lower Illinois River Drainage between
the Kalmiopsis Wilderness and Agness,

This is a rugged area of steep canyons
and fast flowing strecams dominated by
the deep Illinois River Canyon. Because
of unstable soils, it is an arca easily
and often irreversibly damaged by log=
ging activities.There are many rare, ree
stricted, or endangered species of flora
in the area and no doubty,more to be dis-
covered(The blending of coastal, Cascnde
and California ecological influvences
provide rich variety of flora and fauna,
